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On his succession to the English throne, young King Henry V is determined to prove his right to rule. An ambassador arrives from his enemy, the French prince, with an insulting gift of tennis balls. He also mocks Henry for being too young to rule. Henry responds by expanding his army, training more of his world famous archers, and preparing to invade France. 
After taking control of the town of Harfleur, Henry is warned that the French have assembled a massive army and are heading his way. Henry decides to keep going, warning that if they get in his way, they will feel the full force of his archers. The English and French armies then prepare for battle near Agincourt. 
The night before the battle, the king visits his troops in disguise, and makes a bet with a soldier, who doesn’t realise it is King Henry. The soldier thinks the king will be hiding behind his army during the battle, and will not fight. 
The French numbers are far superior but Henry’s archers send wave after wave of arrows into the French ranks. King Henry then leads his army into battle. The French are defeated, with very heavy losses, whereas the English losses are small. Henry then goes to settle his bet with the soldier. Rather than taking the soldier’s money, Henry gives him a bag of gold for his bravery.
