Curriculum

Home Learning

Your child will continue to receive Home Learning each week. This will take the form of weekly spellings, grammar and maths but may vary slightly each week depending on the focus in class. Your child will also receive new statutory spelling lists to learn each half term. The list will be stuck in your child’s Home Learning Book at the beginning of each half term. We will focus on them over the weeks but these are in addition to weekly spellings, which will continue to be stuck in their organiser, so please spend time helping your child to learn these words. Occasionally, we will set Home Learning Tasks linked to them too. We also have Key Instant Recall Facts (KIFFS) for maths which they are expected to know - again your child will receive a copy of these in their Home Learning Book. TT Rockstars will also continue to run this year so it would be great to see the children using this at home each week in order to appear on the Class Leaderboard. 

School Organiser 

There is a contract on the inside cover for you and your child to read and sign. If you need to send us a message, please write a note in the organiser and get your child to show it to us. Please also record when your child has read - they need to read 4 times per week in order to get their library card stamped.  
Water Bottles

Please ensure that your child has a water bottle in school every day. Labelling personal items is paramount. 

Mobile Phones

We are conscious that some children may have to bring a mobile phone to school. These must be handed in at the start of the day and will then be stored in the school office where they can be collected at the end of the school day. Any kind of devise brought into school is the responsibility of the child. 

Parent Helpers

Last year we were lucky to have a few parents volunteering to help with visits and activities that required additional adults. This new year will bring many opportunities which will only work with this invaluable support. If you have time, and would like to get more involved with what goes on at school, please let us know.  Help with reading would be very much appreciated.

SATs

Throughout the year, we will keep you up to date with information about the SATs, what to expect, test format etc and invite you in to look through past papers and ask questions. Please note that SAT’s tests will take place on the week commencing 11th May 2020.
