Writing – planning
Today you are going to be planning your writing based on La Luna. 
Remember we are going to be writing the narrative and speech between the characters. 

First, watch the full short film here (it is only 6 minutes) https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=bdJgYQURH9k 

You need to decide which part of the film you are going to write about in your writing. You need to choose to write about either the beginning, middle and end. 

· The beginning = the opening of the film when the three characters are in the boat and the little boy receives the gift (from the start of the film until 2 minutes in when the father puts up the ladder)

· The middle = starting from 2 minutes in when the little boy climbs the ladder up into the sky, he puts the anchor down in all the stars and the boat starts drifting up, all three characters are walking on the stars and they start cleaning the stars (up until 4 minutes and 24 seconds)

· The end = starting from 4 minutes 24 seconds into the film, the giant star lands and they try to move it, the father and the old man arguing, the little boy bursts the giant star and all of the smaller stars cascade out, up until the end of the short film

Writing - drafting
