Step 1 - Revising

This step is all about making the content of our writing the best that it can be. It is about making your good writing become amazing writing. 

Using a coloured pencil, revise your writing using the checklist below:

	Read your writing out loud to someone in your family and I am sure you will notice some aspects you need to revise in your writing. 
	

	Read each sentence out loud and check for any missing words/suffixes. 
	

	Choose 4 words (usually adjectives) to revise. e.g shouted revised to boomed 
	

	Is there a sentence you think you could revise to make it even more powerful?
	

	Have you used a range of synonyms for said in the reporting clause ? e.g bellowed
	



Step 2 – Editing

This step is all about those final touches - checking our spelling and grammar so that it makes sense to the reader.

Using a coloured pencil or pen, edit your paper copy using the checklist below:

	Does each sentence begin with a capital letter and end with a piece of punctuation? e.g . ! ?
	

	Do all the names (proper nouns) begin with a capital letter? e.g Ethan
	

	Have you used opening speech marks and closing speech marks?
	

	Do you have a piece of punctuation before each closing speech mark? 
	

	Have you started a new line when a new speaker begins speaking?
	

	Have you used paragraphs to organise your writing?
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
