	Session 1 
Phonics/English 
	PHONICS:
Join in with Jack Hartman’s digraph song. This is a revisit of previously taught graphemes.

Introduce oe digraph with your child. Ask your child to practice writing oe in the air with their finger and then on a piece of paper. Watch the video together. Watch it again and pause on the oe words asking your child to use their robot arms to break down and blend to read the words.

ENGLISH:
Show chn poem Where Teachers Keep Their Pets (see resources). Read it through with your child emphasising the rhyming couplets, until the last lines (which don’t rhyme- what could the poet have used as a rhyme? knickers!). Play a rhyming game with your child, whereby you say the teacher’s name and they answer with the type of pet that teacher has, e.g. Mrs Cox had a …fox! Use a highlighter to identify the names of the teachers, noting that they all begin with capital letters. Read Mr, Miss and Mrs with your child. 
Practice reciting shared poem with expression and actions. 

	PHONICS:

Watch the same video as yesterday. Can your child think of any other words which use the digraphs in the video? 



Write:  toe    dominoes  tomatoes  on pieces of paper. Stick up or hide in a room. Ask your child to find, segment and blend to read with you. Ask your child to trace over the words in different coloured crayon. 


ENGLISH:
Return to poem Where Teachers Keep Their Pets. Ask your child to locate the names of the teachers, and, if possible, read them (these being the words with capital letters at the start). Now ask your child  to find the pet that each teacher has. Model writing a simple sentence that includes the name of the teacher and the pet they have, e.g. Mrs Cox has a fox. Mrs Groat has a stoat. Support your child to write the simple sentences using the teacher’s names and pets from the poem. 
	PHONICS:

ENGLISH:

Scribe their Teacher name and ask your child to draw a picture of the rhyming pet. Ask your child to say it out load to check that it rhymes.
