ENGLISH:

Ensure that names begin with capital letters, past tense verbs have -ed endings, the connective and is used and a full stop at the end: Sue skipped and splashed. Sue stamped and stomped. etc.
	PHONICS:
Stick or hide tricky words from yesterday’s video around the home/garden/room. Ask your child to find, read and put the word into a sentence.
