	Session 1 
Phonics/English 
	Recap tch making the /ch/ phoneme. Can they work with you to create a word bank of tch words. 
Explain that today we are going to look at words where the grapheme t makes the /ch/ phoneme. Have the words: creature, picture, future and nature on cards stuck up around the room. Ask your child to find a word to blend to read. Model reading first and demonstrate that the t grapheme is making the /ch/ phoneme. Cut up the words into graphemes. P-i-c-t-ure

Recap the story Lost and Found from last week. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=cRAAQ8EWzig
 What does the word setting mean? Explain that stories have a beginning, middle and end.  
Click on the link Lost and Found Book Review to complete together. If you do not have a printer write the headings out. 
	Sing the tricky word song. After singing the song ask your child to spell out loud different words from the song. Make mistakes for your child to correct.

Write the word Future in large writing. Cut it up into graphemes. 

F-u-t-ure 
Ask your child to stick it back together to spell the word.
Repeat with signature and adventure

Watch the beginning of the story ‘Lost and Found’ How is the story introduced? 
Click on the link ‘Lost and Found Beginning Retelling.’
Talk about the picture together. How could you retell this part of the story in your own words? 

	
	Sing the tricky word song.

Ask your child to put some of the tricky words into verbal sentences. Can you make up some silly sentences? 
Recap words from yesterday which use the grapheme t to make the ch sound. 
Model writing the sentence:
 I went on a nature hunt with my friend. 
(Explain that friend is one of our year one common exception words.)
Now ask your child to segment to spell the sentence:
I made a cake mixture. 


Click on the link Lost and Found Middle Retelling’  Look at the pictures together. Where in the story are these pictures? What is happening in this part of the story? Can you retell this verbally? 
	Sing the tricky word song.

Ask your child to put some of the tricky words into verbal sentences. Can you make up some silly sentences? 
Recap words from yesterday which use the grapheme t to make the ch sound.

Model writing the sentence:
 I drew a fantastic picture.
(Remind your child that ew makes the /oo/ sound in drew)

Now ask your child to segment to spell the sentence:
 I painted a picture for you. 
(Has your child spelt the common exception words ‘you’ and ‘for’ correctly? )

Click on the link ‘Lost and Found End Retelling’ Talk about the questions together on the link. Support your child to retell the end of the story in their own words.
