Some parents would like more, some parents would like none at all. For us at All Hallows, Home Learning creates opportunities to reinforce or prepare for new learning. It also aims to encourage independent learning. We feel that Home Learning can hold great value but only when everybody involved celebrates it. So this year, we are changing our approach. The majority of Home Learning time will now be focussed on reading, spellings and the maths Key Instant Recall Facts. These areas transcend the school and are high priority. Please use the table below as a recommendation for the minimum expectation for each year group.

We appreciate that all children are different and this guidance will not be a perfect fit for all. Please have discussions with your child’s class teacher if you do not feel that this is right for your child. 
In addition to the focus on reading, spelling and KIRFs, each class will receive a project to complete over each school holiday. This may be linked to a class topic. It might be a class, key stage or whole school focus, which may create opportunities for siblings to collaborate on a piece. We hope that these projects will allow the children the freedom to be creative and really take control of their own learning. We feel that if parents/carers are on board with this, then the children will get the best out of it. 
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
