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Dear Parents/Carers,

Welcome back.
I really hope that you have all had a fantastic break with lots of sunshine and fun-packed days and are now ready for another exciting school year. For those of you that don’t know me I am Mr. Gillett and I will be your child’s class teacher this year working alongside Mrs. Davey (Teaching Assistant), Mrs. Somerville (Teaching Assistant) and Miss. Clark (PPA cover). As your child’s class teacher, I would just like to say that if you have any questions or concerns, please feel free to pop in to see me.  The end of the day is a better time to talk, as it is less hectic.  

We will be holding a ‘Parent Information Session’ on Wednesday 11th of September at 3:30 to give you a brief overview of what your child’s school year will look like. If you are unable to attend please don’t worry as I will make all of the resources and general information available to download from the ‘Sherwood’ class page on the school web site. 
Things your child needs to have in school:
Your child needs to have their new Organiser in school every day.  Please take the time to look through it on a regular basis and sign the relevant section at the front.  If you use your child’s Organiser to communicate with me, please ask your child to show me.  Your child will stick their spellings into their Organiser every week (on a Friday).  Could you also please note in the Organiser when your child reads at home so we can manage their library cards at school. Thank you ( 
Reading books should also be in school every day (DEAR time: Drop Everything And Read).  We will have specific reading times as part of the school day but your child should also read to an adult at least four times a week at home.  Little and often really does make a difference.  As well as reading the words, it is important that your child understands what they are reading about, so talking about the book is really important.  I will try to make sure every child gets a new reading book when required. 
Our whole school behavior system will continue to be based around five life skills, being patient, helpful, responsible, respectful and careful. There are more details of this system in the school organiser.
Please provide your child with a water bottle to keep in the classroom.  The children have access to their water all day.  As we don’t have a water fountain in our classroom, it is really important for every child to bring a bottle.  This should be a different one to the one they may have in their lunch box, as the lunch box trolley is kept in the hall for most of the day. Please note no fizzy drinks or juice are allowed in the classroom.  Please make sure that playtime snacks are typically fruit or vegetable.  
Our P.E lessons will take place on Wednesday (Cricket) and Friday (Basketball) afternoon. However, it is useful to have a kit in school all week so that we can be flexible.  If your child wears tights, please keep a pair of socks in their P.E bag. If your child wears ear-rings they must be able to remove them themselves or not wear them on P.E days. 
On a Tuesday afternoon, Miss. Clark will teach the children during my P.P.A. (Planning, Preparation and Assessment time) and will focus on computing and R.E. 
And finally, if anyone would like to spend some time helping in school please let me know.  I am always looking for several parents to hear readers. Even if you can only spare half an hour at the end of the day once a week, it really does help.
Thank you in advance for your help and support. We are really looking forward to working alongside you throughout the new academic year.
