When you hear your child read at home, please complete a section for the relevant week in order to help your child work towards earning library card stamps. Three reads per week will receive a stamp on their library card. When your child’s card is complete, they will be entered into a prize draw. 
Please ensure that your child has a labelled water bottle in school every.  No juice please!  
Next week I will start guided reading sessions. I will listen to a different goup each day and send home Monster Phonics and Reading for Pleasure books.  Our decodable reading books match the teaching and learning of the phonics scheme. These books work in stages, up to stage 10. Once your child has reached stage 10 they will go on to the book-banded books we have in school. Your child's Monster Phonics book is their main reading book.
